We have compiled this summary to assist you.  We encourage you to visit and correspond with family and friends who are incarcerated at the Ohio State Penitentiary (OSP) and the Ohio State Penitentiary Correctional Camp (OSPCC).

Directions to OSP:

From Columbus: Take I-71 North to I-76. Take I-76 East to I-80 East. Take I-80 East to Hubbard (exit 234A). Take Route 7 South to Route 616 South. Prison is on the right, three miles down 616 South.
VISITOR

Anyone on the approved visiting list is welcomed to visit.  Those individuals not listed on the approved visiting list will not be permitted to visit.

VISITATION APPLICATION INFORMATION

•Visitation Applications must include a proof of address.  This includes either a copy of bill or valid ID.

•If you are applying as an immediate family member, then you must submit documentation showing proof of the relationship.  This includes birth certificates/marriage licenses.

•If you are under probation or parole, you must have written permission from your supervising officer and the Warden of this institution.  Convicted felons, current or past employees of ODR&C and crime victims must have written permission from the Warden prior to visiting.

VISITING DAYS

Visitation is held five days a week.  Visitation is closed on Monday and Tuesday.  Reservations are required, and can be made by calling OSP at (330) 743-0700 ext. 2111 from 7:15am – 2:45pm 
Wednesday – Sunday.  Reservations can also be made after a visit at the visitation desk. 
NOTE: The visiting department at OSP is closed on all State observed Holidays.
VISITING DAYS AND HOURS

Wednesday through Sunday 
*Level 1 (OSPCC):  8:30am – 2:30pm (full day visits).  Process times are at 8:30am, 9:30am and 11:30am.  
*Death Row:  8:30am – 11:30am; 11:30am – 2:30pm (half day visits)
*Levels 5 and 4:  8:30am – 2:30pm (see “frequency of visits” section below for length of visits).  Process times are at 8:30am, 9:00am, 9:30am, 10:00am and 11:30am. 

Note: No processing from 10:15am until 11:30am.  No visitors are permitted to enter the institution after 1:30 pm.  Once seating capacity is reached in the visitation area, some visits may be terminated to permit partial visits for other inmates – first in, first out.  Exceptions for out-of-state visits and special visits are approved by the Unit Management Administrator.
TOTAL NUMBER OF VISITORS PERMITTED AT ONE TIME

•Level 1 inmates (OSPCC) are permitted a limit of four (4) visitors (including children) per visiting period.
•Level 5B, 5A, 4B, 4A, and Death Row are permitted a limit of three (3) visitors (including children) per visiting period.  This includes: two (2) adults and one (1) minor child, or one (1) adult and two (2) minor children (minors are those under the age of 18 years old). 
FREQUENCY OF VISITS
•Level 1 inmates are permitted 3 visits per month by each approved visitor.

•Level 5B inmates are permitted 2 visits per month by each approved visitor (2 hours and 30 minutes non-contact)
•Level 5A inmates are permitted 2 visits per month by each approved visitor (3 hours and 30 minutes non-contact)
•Level 5A long-term inmates are permitted 3 visits per month by each approved visitor (5 hours non-contact).

•Level 4B inmates are permitted 2 visits per month by each approved visitor (4 hours non-contact)

•Level 4A inmates are permitted 3 visits per month by each approved visitor (4 hours non-contact)

•Death Row inmates are permitted 3 visits per month by each approved visitor (3 hours semi-contact)

•Special management inmates (housed in segregation) are permitted to have non-contact visits.   Inmates who are on Disciplinary Control (DC) status are permitted a one (1), two (2) hour visit for each approved visitor per month with a limit of (2) visitors per visit.  Visits will occur during the weekday.  Inmates who are on Security Control (SC) status are permitted to visit in accordance to their security level prior to being placed in Security Control (SC) status.
VISITING GUIDELINES
•All persons entering the institution are reminded that conveying or attempting to convey drugs, weapons, or any type of contraband into a state detention center is a violation of Ohio Law Section 2921.36 and 2921.37.  All visitors must clear through the metal detector.  Visitors and their property are subject to search at any time by the officers.  Persons refusing to be searched or who do not clear the metal detector will be prohibited from visiting.
•No money orders, property boxes, or personal items may be brought into the visiting room.  Items must be sent via mail and processed in accordance to institutional rules and regulations.

•All visitors age 18 and over are required to present valid photo identification, such as a valid driver’s license, welfare, state, or current military identification.
•All visitors under 18 years of age must be related to the offender being visited or accompanied by an approved visitor who is either the child’s parent, or legal guardian.   Documentation naming the child’s custodial parent or guardian must be presented in the form of a birth certificate or custodial court order at the first visit.  This documentation will be maintained on file by the institution for future references.  Visitors under 18 years of age are not permitted to send money or packages.

•If the custodial parent or legal guardian does not accompany the child, a notarized Authorization for Minor Child Visitation Form must be provided, specifying the name(s) of the guardian(s) listed on the approved visiting list that may bring the child to visit and permission for the child to be searched.

•Visitation staff has the authority to seat visitors and inmates at their discretion.  Once you enter the institution, you will not be permitted to leave and re-enter the institution.  Visits may be terminated if you leave the visiting room for any reason.

•Parents or guardians are responsible for the conduct and safety of their children.  Disruptive behavior by children is grounds for termination.

•Loud, disruptive, obscene, disrespectful or abusive behavior is ground for termination.  Inappropriate or excessive physical contact will result in immediate termination.  

•Violation of the visiting rules may result in temporary or permanent restriction of visiting privileges by the Unit Management Administrator.

GENERAL VISITING INSTRUCTIONS

State of Ohio - Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction
1. All attire worn upon entry into the facility must be worn throughout the duration of the visit, with the

exception of appropriate outerwear such as a coat and gloves.

2. Appropriate undergarments must be worn (i.e., bra, slip, and underwear).

3. No additional clothing is permitted to be carried into the facility.

4. Inappropriate attire includes, but is not limited to:

a. See-through clothing of any kind.

b. Tops or dresses that expose the midriff or have open backs or open sides (such as any

sleeveless clothing such as halter tops, tube tops, cropped tops, tank tops, and muscle shirts).

c. Low-cut clothing cut in a manner that exposes the chest.

d. Any clothing that inappropriately exposes undergarments.

e. Skirts, dresses, shorts, skorts, or culottes with the hem or slit above the mid-knee.

f. Wrap-around skirts/dresses or break-away type pants.

g. Clothing with any gang related markings.

h. Clothing with obscene and/or offensive pictures, slogans, language and/or gestures.

i. Form-fitted clothing made from Spandex or Lycra or other similar knit material such

as leotards, unitards, bicycle shorts, tight jeans, or tight pants.

j. Clothing with inappropriate holes/rips, including shoulder cut-outs.

5. No more than one wristwatch or pocket watch will be permitted.

6. Purses, handbags, backpacks, or similar items are not permitted.  Clear plastic bags are preferred in place of diaper bags. Diaper bags may include:

a. A reasonable number of diapers and baby wipes

b. Three plastic baby bottles

c. Three plastic containers of baby food

d. One pacifier

7. All visitors are subject to clear the metal detector. The following items often prevent clearance

of the metal detector:

a. Hairpins

b. Bras with metal underwires

c. Certain boots and shoes

d. Clothing with multiple zippers

e. Excessive jewelry

Wearing inappropriate clothing may result in a visitor not being allowed to visit or not clearing the metal detector.

Ohio State Penitentiary Visitors
A new debit card vending system will begin operation on Wednesday, April 1, 2009 for the Inmate Visiting Room.
Re-usable cards will be available for purchase at a cost of $2.00.  A card dispenser will be located in the front lobby.
The card system will operate as follows:

1) You will purchase a card in the lobby ($2.00) and then add a value to the card in any amount.
2) You will take the card up to the Visitation Room and insert it into any vending machine.  

3) With the card in the machine, you then will make your selection.  

4) Once the selection is made, your product is dispensed, the cost of the purchase is automatically deducted from the card, and the card is then returned to you.

5) The card is fully re-usable.  You can add more value to the card when necessary, using the card dispenser located in the main lobby.
Please note the following:

1) Cards can only be purchased using (2) one dollar bills.  
2) When adding value to a card, you will be able to use $1, $5, $10, or $20 bills.

3) Initially, a representative of Serex Vending will be available to assist with all questions, or problems.
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
